[bookmark: _GoBack]Northwestern University's Office for Research (OR) administers and supports a wide variety of core facilities for research purposes. In most cases these facilities are operated as recharge centers that require payment for the use and services of the facility. There are approximately 60 core facilities that can be grouped into one of eight categories: small molecule chemistry cores, genomics cores, peptide and protein chemistry cores, tissue and animal phenotyping cores, physical sciences and engineering cores, imaging and flow cytometry cores, consulting cores and general services. Each facility is administered by a faculty director and manager with expertise in the relevant technologies. Oversight is provided by faculty advisory committees and the central administration. OR directors provide additional central oversight to coordinate internal marketing, compliance and cooperation among facilities as well as cooperation with adjacent institutions. OR directors evaluate annual reports and user surveys, and they manage a yearly program review process of selected facilities. OR provides funds for equipment repair and replacement as well as operating costs for new facilities.
